• Reach A: Shoaling exists beginning approximately at RED NUN #2 and extends approximately 900 feet 
landward covering much of the Right Outside Quarter and into the Middle Half of the channel having a maximum 
width of approximately 60 feet.  Severe shoaling with portions above the waterline also exists across the 
channel’s entire width beginning approximately 800 feet landward of RED NUN #4 and extends to a point 
approximately 50 feet seaward of RED NUN #8, with shoaling continuing in portions of the Middle Half and Right 
Outside Quarter of the channel until the end of the reach. 

 
• Reach B: Severe shoaling above the waterline exists across approximately half of the Right Outside Quarter of 

the channel for approximately the first 500 feet of this Reach B.  Shoaling also exists in the Left Outside Quarter 
of the channel beginning approximately 840 feet landward of RED NUN #10 and extends landward approximately 
490 feet.   

 
• Reach C:  Major shoaling exists along the beach wall on the south (seaward) side of this anchorage area.
