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REMARKS (continued):

FLUSHING BAY AND CREEK

Reach A: Shoaling exists in approximately half of the length of the Left Outside Quarter of the channel in this
reach.

Shoaling exists in almost the entire length of the Right Outside Quarter of the channel in this reach.

Also the shoaling in the Right Outside Quarter of the channel extends approximately 13 feet into the Middle Half
of the channel between GREEN CAN #7 and GREEN CAN #9.

Reach B: Shoaling exists for much of the first 1,240 feet of the Left Outside Quarter of the channel in this reach.
Also shoaling exists in approximately the last 510 feet of the Left Outside Quarter of the channel in this reach.
With the exception of approximately the first 700 feet of this reach, shoaling exists in the majority of the Right
Outside Quarter of the channel in this reach.

Sporadic shoaling exists along the right and left boundaries of the Middle Half of the channel throughout the
majority of this reach.

Reach C: Shoaling exists in the majority of the Left and Right Outside Quarters of the channel in this entire
reach.

Shoaling exists in much of, approximately, the first 510 feet of the Middle Half of the channel in this reach.
Shoaling also exists in approximately the last 190 feet of the Middle Half of the channel in this reach. Lastly,
within approximately the last 460 feet of this reach, there is shoaling having the approximate dimensions of 200
feet by 17 feet along the right boundary of the Middle Half of the channel.

Reach D: With the exception of a small area within the first 440 feet of this reach, severe shoaling exists
throughout this entire reach.

Reach E: No substantial survey data is available for this reach.

Reach F: Shoaling exists in approximately the last 335 feet of the Left Outside Quarter of the channel of this
rSef?gz;ing exists in almost the entire Right Outside Quarter of the channel in this reach.

Shoaling exists in much of the Middle Half of the channel in this reach.

Reach G: Shoaling exists in the majority of this irregularly shaped maneuvering area.

Reach H: Shoaling exists in the majority of this triangular maneuvering area.

Reach I: Significant shoaling exists in much of this irregularly shaped maneuvering area.
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
