o0 Reach A (Partial): Shoaling exists in the along the channel boundary in the Left Outside Quarter. The shoal

begins approximately 280 feet seaward from the end of Partial Reach A and continues into Reach B.
The maximum width of the shoal is approximately 320 feet.

Shoal continues from Reach A along the channel boundary in Left Outside Quarter for an approximate
1,960 ft length. The maximum width of this shoal is approximately 330 feet in this reach.

Shoaling also exists in the Left Outside Quarter of the channel beginning approximately 800 feet
seaward of CHANNEL LIGHT #15 and extends landward for an approximate 1,300 feet length
landward to the end of Reach B. The majority of this shoal takes up the entire width of the Left
Outside Quarter.

Shoaling extends over the Left Inside Quarter for an approximate 475 feet length at the landward end
of this reach.

Shoaling also exists throughout virtually the entire Right Outside Quarter of this reach. The width of
the shoal takes up the majority of the Right Outside Quarter of the channel, until approximately 1,000
feet landward of RED LIGHTED #14 where the shoal widens out into the majority of the Right Inside
Quarter of the channel as well.

For approximately the first 630 feet of this reach, at the seaward end, shoaling exists throughout the
entire channel width, and the authorized depth is available only along a passageway with 130 feet
average width at the approximate center of the channel. Thence the shoaling continues in most of the
right half of the channel up into Reach C, but the left half of the channel becomes shoal free for an
approximate 2,000 foot length up to a point 100 feet seaward from GREEN CAN #19A. Thence
shoaling extends across the entire channel width at the beginning of Reach C.

o0 Reach C (Partial): Shoaling exists in much of the Right Outside Quarter of the channel for this entire partial reach.

o Reach D:

Very minor shoaling exists in the Right Inside Quarter of this partial reach.
Very minor shoaling exists in the Left Outside Quarter of this partial reach.

Shoaling exists in the Left Outside Quarter of the channel for the majority of this reach.

Shoaling exists in the Left Inside Quarter of the channel starting from the beginning of this reach and
extends approximately 1,900 feet landward into the reach.

Some sporadic shoaling exists in the Right Inside Quarter of the channel starting approximately 175
feet landward into the reach and extends approximately 1,050 feet landward into the reach.

Shoaling exists in the much of the Right Outside Quarter of the channel starting approximately from
the beginning of the reach and extends approximately 1,600 feet landward into the reach.

o0 Reach E: For approximately the first 5,000 feet of this reach from the seaward end shoaling exists throughout the

entire channel width, and the authorized depth is available only along a passageway with 130 feet
average width at the approximate center of the channel. The entire channel width appears shoal free
for a 600 foot length in the vicinity of the bend and for another 400 foot length ending about 1,100 feet
from the western channel limit. Shoaling extends across the channel’s entire width (all 4 Quarters) for
approximately the last 1,100 feet of the port.

Shoaling exists in the first approximate 3,100 feet of the Right Outside Quarter of this reach. The
same shoal extends over the Right Inside Quarter of the channel starting approximately 1,000 feet
landward into the reach and extends approximately 1,330 feet further landward into the reach. The
maximum width of the shoal takes up the majority of the width of the Right Inside Quarter of the
channel.

Minor shoaling exists sporadically for approximately the first 750 feet of the Left Outside Quarter of the
channel.

Shoaling also extends across the channel’s entire width (all 4 Quarters) for approximately the last
1,200 feet of the port.

throughout the entire channel width, and the authorized depth is available only along a passageway with 100

feet average width inside the Middle Half of the channel. Shoaling exists across the entire width of the

channel for approximately the last 1,500 feet of this reach.

o0 Reach I: Minor shoaling exists in the Left Outside Quarter of this channel beginning approximately 2,160
feet landward (westward) of the beginning of the reach, for a length of approximately 60 feet and a width of

the entire quarter.

Minor shoaling exists in the Right Outside Quarter of this channel at the very end of the reach in the extreme

northwest corner, covering an approximate area of 35 square feet.
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
