• Channel reach lengths are in nautical miles. 

 
• REACH A: Intermittent edge shoaling exists along the channel’s toe in the Right Outside Quarter and the Left Outside 

Quarter fof this reach. The controlling depth of -50.3 feet MLLW exists along the channel toe in the Right Outside Quarter, 
approximately 2,120 feet seaward of GREEN #3 W/LIGHT EBB.  

 
• REACH B: Intermittent edge shoaling exists along the channel’s toe in the Right Outside Quarter and the Left Outside 

Quarter of this reach. The controlling depth of -27.9 feet MLLW exists along the edge of the Right Outside Quarter 
approximately 2,080 feet landward of RED #8 W/LIGHT FLOOD. 
 

• REACH C Intermittent edge shoaling exists along the channel’s toe in the Right Outside Quarter and the Left Outside 
Quarter of this reach. Sporadic shoaling exists throughout all four quarters of this reach. The controlling depth of -43.9 feet 
MLLW exists along the channel toe in the Right Outside Quarter approximately 930 feet landward of the beginning of this 
reach. 
 

• REACH D:  Edge shoaling exists in the Left Outside Quarter of this reach. The controlling depth of -49.5 feet MLLW 
exists along the edge of the Left Outside Quarter approximately 1,715 feet landward of GREEN #23 W/LIGHT EBB.
